Clean substrate to SSA-ST2, SSPC-SP3 (power
wire brush) or SSA-SA 2, SSPC-SP6
(commercial blast). Surface (anchor) profile
depth shall be no less than 1.0 mils (25 micron)
and no greater than 3 mils (76 micron).

Step 2

Uniform primer application achieving 2 to 3 mil
WEFT. Primer should be “dry to touch” before
application of inner layer.
